Geography


As Geographers we will be studying a locality in the world different to our locality. We will be looking at maps of the world, learning to name the continents, major countries and oceans. We will be finding out where some of our favourite food comes from. We will also be finding out about the weather and climate of dome of the places food comes from.





Science 


Health and Growth


The children will be learning to identify some types of food that make up their diet and name some examples of each; recognise that an adequate diet and exercise are necessary for them to grow and stay healthy; ask questions in order to make comparisons and describe differences they observe e.g. between babies and toddlers; recognise that care needs to be taken with medicines and recognise that animals produce young.


Some children will also be able to describe how their diet is balanced and give several reasons why it is sometimes necessary to take medicines.





D &T


As designers, we will be tasting and making different types of food from around the world. We will learn how to prepare food safely and hygienically. We will be asked to design the recipe and make the whole thing from start to finish. We will then give our food a taste test, to see if they could be improved We will also design and make packaging for food.


Music


Exploring instruments and symbols - This unit develops children’s ability to recognise different ways sounds are made and changed and to name, and know how to play, a variety of classroom instruments.
